Defining Open & Close time
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@ Before defining open/chose time, Caloulate openfclose time of
blind using stopwatch.

® Default Openfclose time of the device is 30sec

® Add Blind drivers: -»Actions-»~Add Devices

® Make sure Blind is in fully opened position before setting time
either Open time or Close time

® In Blind drives set DpenfClose time as shaown in above image

® After setting Bling positions will show as 100% [Le fully opened)

Operations and Configuration
Changing modes

By default, the 4-Channel Relay Puck is configured to operate asa
A-Channel Relay.

The operating mode can be changed using one of two methods.

1: Change using the App_Select Mode button press sequence as
referred to in the Hardware Installation Guide. If using the device’s
App_Selkect Mode to change operating modes, this must be done
prior to adding the dewvice to the Controld Zighee netwark.

2 Use the Change Mode function available in the Confio Puck Controld
driver’s Actions. This function will allow you to choose one of the four
operation modes. After changing mode once, We can not change the
mode again, Until the device kawes mesh and resets.

E=ch driver provides the required controls for each device type as
used with the Confio 4-Channel Relay Puckin each of the four
operating modes. The corresponding driver documentation provides
additional details.

B. Zigbee Channel

After the device is identified with the Controld controller, the Zigbee
channel is indicated by flashing both the red and green LEDs the
number of times indicating the device's current Zigbee channel

C.Reboat Device
The dewvice will be rebooted and the relays will retumn to their previous
state prior to rebooting.

[. Factory Feset

All of the device’s parameters will all be reset to the factory defaults,
except for the Zigbee network parametars. The device will remain
connected to the Zigbes netwaork.

E.Leawve Mesh and Reset

Reset all of the dewvice’s parameters to factory defaults including the
Zighes network parameters. The device will be remowved from the
Zighes network.

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Internal Block Diagram
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As indicated Power 2 is not tied to the neutral or input terminals,
care must be taken if power is sourced from a different RCD to
alleviate tripping.

& ‘Wear standard personal protection equipment to give protection
to the installer.

@ Fosition the antenna far away from metal elements to avoid
interference.

@ [o not cut or shorten the antenna, as its kength matches the band
in which the system operates.

& [o not over-tighten the terminal block. It can cause serous
matfunction after installation.
