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1. PRODUCT OVERVIEW

The product is an extender for both HDMI ARC and SPDIF audio pass-through. It supports
CEC pass-through between HDMI ARC input port and ARC output port to handshake for ARC
transmission.

For TVs that don’t support HDMI ARC capabilities, the extender provides an independent
SPDIF audio pass-through channel. SPDIF audio can be transmitted from the SPDIF IN port of
the transmitter to the SPDIF OUT port of the receiver.

4, Attach the brackets to the surface or wall you want to hold the unit against using the
provided mounting screws (ST3.5mm*L25mm, black, countersunk head with cross, self-
tapping screws).
